The course is a 150- 200m straight roadway where racers start from a standstill and sprint the length of the course 
to the finish line.  Start lists posted day prior to race and on site.  Racers will be held up so they can click into pedals 
before start.  Four to six racers race at one time, best two racers advance, bracketed format.
